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Overview

The University of Waikato sets standards for English language proficiency for admission to the
University for applicants whose first language is not English or te reo Maori. All international
applicants, as well as New Zealand and Australian permanent visa holders, are required to provide
satisfactory evidence of their proficiency in English.

The purpose of this document is to outline what will be accepted as satisfactory evidence for this
requirement.

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APPENDIX 2: English Language Entry Requirements (Undergraduate)

Applicants whose first language is not English or te reo Maori are required to provide
satisfactory evidence of English language proficiency, generally in the form of an IELTS
(academic) or TOEFL examination score. Scores can vary according to the qualification
sought.

Applicants who have achieved University Entrance through NCEA, International Baccalaureate
or Cambridge International in New Zealand are not required to provide further evidence of
English language proficiency. IELTS and TOEFL may not be used as replacements for these
literacy requirements.

1. Students whose first language is English or te reo Maori

English will be considered the first language of citizens (passport holders) of the following
countries, regardless of their actual place of residence and, who have evidence of
successful tertiary study or a senior secondary qualification in the English medium:

The United Kingdom

The Republic of Ireland

The United States of America

Canada (including all provinces, if the qualification has been taught in English)
Singapore

International applicants, as well as New Zealand and Australian permanent resident applicants with
te reo Maori as their first language will be considered on a case-by-case basis by the Divisions.

2. English Proficiency Tests (excluding admission to LLB and ITE

All test results are valid for two years from the date of the test to the proposed start date at
the University of Waikato. The requirements must be met within one sitting, unless stated
otherwise, or on one certificate.

4. Prior Study in English

Prior study in English is valid for two years from the completion of the English programme to the start
date of the student’s programme at the University of Waikato.

If applicants can provide evidence of further study or work in the medium of English, or hold a
passport from a country where English is the predominant language® and where there is
evidence of further study or work in the medium of English, this validity is for five years. Each
applicant will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.

9. Study Abroad and Exchange

In the case of exchange and study abroad students (who are not applying for degrees at the
University of Waikato):

9.2. Certificat de Competences en Langues de ’'Enseignement Superieur

Applicants must pass all four components at high or intermediate level or above.

9.4. Partner Universities: Letter of Recommendation

A letter of recommendation is acceptable from an authorised faculty staff member from a
partner university, or from the home university of a student using the services of an agent
or third provider, from one of the countries below, stating that the applicant has sufficient
proficiency in English to cope with English medium tertiary study. This letter must be
based on the applicant’s study of English as a Second Language or study in English
medium. Direct applicants should provide evidence of English language proficiency as
per University of Waikato guidelines above. The countries are:

10. Waivers

Students who do not meet the English language admission requirements as outlined above may in
some circumstances be granted a waiver. Applications will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.
Applicants who are issued a waiver may be required to undertake a supplementary language
assessment within the first two weeks of their first semester enrolled in a University of Waikato
programme and may be required to undertake recommended English language support.
